THE SUNDAY READINGS
First Reading: Acts 1: 1-11
St. Luke, the writer of the Gospel was also the author of
The Acts of the Apostles. At the beginning of this book he
refers to the Gospel as "his earlier work". He fills in the
events between the Resurrection and the Ascension. The
Apostles are given their last commandments: to preach to
the whole world. They are reminded that the Second
Coming will only happen after the Gospel has been
preached to the whole world.

Second Reading: Ephesians 4: 1-13

In the list of gifts given to the church the point he makes is
that their aim is to enlarge the unity of the Church, and to
develop its intensity until we all attain full unity with the
Son of God. The unity of the Church is stressed. But that
unity does not mean uniformity as the gifts differ in each
person.

Gospel: Mark 16: 15-20

The Apostles are commanded to preach the Gospel to all.
The salvation which it brings is for all without exception. In
the early days of the Church, possibly because of a greater
need for extraordinary signs to move a sceptical and hostile
world miracles were more frequent than in later times.

Permanent Deacons.
Bishop Buckley invites applications from men interested in
serving as Permanent Deacons in the Diocese of Cork &
Ross. The minimum age for ordination as a permanent dea-
con is twenty-five years for a celibate man, and thirty-five
years for a married man. The maximum age is sixty years.
While married men may be ordained, deacons who are wid-
owed may not remarry. The four-year programme of prep-
aration is part-time, as is the subsequent ministry. Initial
contact should be as soon as possible as the application
process must be completed in June for a course of prepara-
tion beginning in September 2018. It is probable that a
course will not commence again in Munster until 2021.
