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Permanent Deacons.
Bishop Buckley invites applications from men interested in
serving as Permanent Deacons in the Diocese of Cork &
Ross. The minimum age for ordination as a permanent dea-
con is twenty-five years for a celibate man, and thirty-five
years for a married man. The maximum age is sixty years.
While married men may be ordained, deacons who are wid-
owed may not remarry. The four-year programme of prep-
aration is part-time, as is the subsequent ministry. Initial
contact should be as soon as possible as the application
process must be completed in June for a course of prepara-
tion beginning in September 2018. It is probable that a
course will not commence again in Munster until 2021.
